The

weather provided a mixed bag of conditions; it was snowing at the summit, rain-

ing on the way down. There was also wind but it was beautiful! It provided 283
awesome November miles.

My route was as follows:  Okotoks to High River, the Coal Trail to Longview. Longview to
Hwy 40 Highwood Pass/Highwood Summit. Stop at Fortress Gas Station for fuel. Contin-
ued on Hwy 40 to #1 East toward Calgary. South on 22 into Bragg Creek, 762 south to Mil-
larville. Millarville market, then north to Leighton Centre Hill Road East. Past Sirocco Golf
course and Spruce Meadows to head east on 22x. South on #24, passing Carseland, Spear-
grass Golf course, cross the Bow River. West on 552 (Dunbow Road) and back into Oko-
toks.
