We have received a few questions about riding with a passenger during the
COVID-19 pandemic. People are wondering about fines if they take a friend
e———— Who doesn’t live with them for a ride. We had an assumption answer but after
getting so many asking, we went to our enforcement partners for a more defini-

tive answer.

Please understand that enforcement DID NOT make these rules or fines, they are told to enforce them
by government officials.

This information is in regards to RIDING WITH A PASSENGER. For those riding solo, you can ride
with friends but they are asking to keep your groups under 5 bikes and that when stopped and off your
bikes, you observe the 2 meter distance.

“If they are within 2m of each other in public or private (which would be the case riding a motorcycle
together) and they aren’t from the same household they are in breach of a CMOH order and could be

charged under the public health act. They could be given a part 3 ticket with a voluntary payment op-
tion of $1200 ($1000 fine + $200 victim fine surcharge) or given a part 2 ticket or swom information

either of which has a max fine of $100k for a first offence and $500k for any subsequent offence.

We still have discretion to assess the full circumstances and have an unofficial guide to not charge peo-
ple who are commuting to work together but that isn’t technically an exception to the official order.

The best plan to avoid tickets is to ride solo or only with household members.”

Please be smart when making your decisions. This will pass if we all are doing our part.

We are right around the corner from the Gover nme
Strategy, with Stage 1 tentatively scheduled for May 14.

Stage 1 proposes to see some restrictions lifted with the limited re -opening of certain
businesses that have been closed for many weeks. Gatherings sizes are still restricted and

must continue to follow physical distancing and other public health orders. Non -essential
travel, particularly travel out of the province, is still not recommended.

All along there has been no specific restriction on motorcycle riding, however going out

for an afternoon jaunt would certainly not be considered essential, at least by those that

dondt ride motorcycles. Those that do ride tend
i's, but thatoés a different argument

As riders there are a number of things we can do
restrict riding, which is less likely as we start to open up, and to ensure we keep our-
selves, our fellow riders, and the people we encounter in our travels as safe as possible.

Riding restrictions i while there are no specific restrictions from riding at this time there

have been some issues crop up. Locally | have heard reports that one area had the police

specifically turn riders back prior to entering a smaller community. This seems to be in

response to the opening of a local establishment, popular with riders, which became far

too busy for the residentsd comfort. Small c¢commu
umes of visitors could cause problems with community spread.

As riders | think we will cause ourselves more problems with public perception if we con-

gregate in large, visible groups right now. At this time groups of 5 or less is recommend-

ed and may help prevent backlash against motorcycles in general. We should also consid-

er our destinations, and use the oroad | ess trav
more common riding destinations with unrelated large groups.

Food and bathrooms i be prepared for closures and limited choices while on the road.
Many places are also not allowing access to bath
convenience stops, particularly in smaller towns.

To limit both your own exposure, as well as ex-
posing the places you ride through, consider car-
rying beverages and snacks (and TP) with you.
Even better, consider planning a picnic destina-

Gas stops i gas can be a tricky one; home or away, if we are riding, we are stopping more

frequently than other vehicles. In our travels, which have been somewnhat limited, we have-

ndt had any issues finding a stati on-attihegump at t h
filling even i f the convenience store wasnodt ope

The other issue with gas is the need to handle the pumps and the possibility that there
will be no way to wash your hands afterwards. My personal solution to this issue is this:

1 Before leaving home, | put my credit card in my jacket pocket, accessible to the hand |
dondt use to pump gas (so my |l eft pocket or in
credit cards out of my outside pocket). No digging through a purse or wallet with
oout side handso.

1 In my right pocket, or tank bag, | stash a few pet -waste disposal bags. In other words,
| ride around with poop bags in my pocket. The trick to successful poop bag usage,
on the road, is to pre -open them at home for easy access.

1 At the gas station | pull up, get my tank open and everything set to fill up. | then take
my right glove off and wedge it somewhere that
come in handy for glove holding).

1 From the right pocket | grab a pre  -opened poop bag, which becomes my new right
glove.

1 If | can pay via tap | wave my credit card, like a magic wand, at the pump with my still -
gloved left hand. Bonus points if you can stand close enough to tap without taking the
card out of your pocket.

1 From the safety of the poop bag my right hand does all things gas pump related and
fills up the bike.

1 When the pump handle is safely reinstalled on the pump | can remove my poop bag.
Since poop bags are nice and loose | can hold my hand over the garbage can and drop
it in with no contact.

1 With no need to touch anything else on the pump, the right glove goes back on, |
close the gas cap, and 1 dm ready to ride. Pres
touches things on the bike or me.
